Bass clef —represents the notes below middle “C”
Dotted half note —three counts

Forte —loud

Half note — two counts

Mezzo forte — medium loud

Mezzo piano — medium soft

Piano - soft

Quarter note — one count

Tie —a line that connects two or more notes on the same line or space. Hold for the total amount of
counts.

Time signature —two numbers at the beginning of a piece. The top number is the number of beats per
measure. The bottom number represents the note that gets one beat.

Treble clef —represents the notes above middle “C”

Whole note — four counts
