Cantabile – singable, song-like 
 
Grave – slow and solemn, even slower than lento 
 
Largo – broadly, slow 
 
Lento – extremely slow 
 
Leggiero – light, nimble, quick  
 
Maestoso – majestic 
 
Modulation – moving from one key to another 
 
Rallentando – slowing down 
 
Rondo – A musical form in which the “A” section is recurring.  Some examples are ABACA, ABACADA,  
 ABACABA, and ABACBA. 
 
Sempre – always 
 
Subito - suddenly 
 
Tre corde – lift the soft pedal 
 
Trill – an ornament in which the main note is in rapid alternation of the upper auxiliary 
 
Tritone – the interval of an augmented fourth or diminished fifth 
 
Una corda – press the soft pedal 
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
